With rare access, interior designer and artist Ashley 
Hicks has photographed the State Rooms of Buck-
ingham Palace, home of Britain’s monarch since 1837. 
An important representation of Regency, Victorian, 
and Edwardian styles, the palace is the work of such 
noted architects as John Nash. Hicks’s eye brings 
a vibrant take on the formal spaces, capturing the 
magnificent rooms furnished with treasures from the 
Royal Collection.

Starting at the Grand Staircase, Hicks leads us through 
the opulently decorated State Rooms, which include 
the White Drawing Room and the Blue Drawing 
Room that both overlook the palace gardens; the 
Ballroom, which is the setting for twenty investiture 
ceremonies each year; and the Throne Room, used 
by Queen Victoria for spectacular costume balls in 
the 1840s.

The first survey of the visual art of the Harlem 
Renaissance in twenty years features the most 
celebrated African-American artists, from Romare 
Bearden to James Van Der Zee. 

I Too Sing America celebrates the visual art and 
material culture of the Harlem Renaissance, illumi-
nating the lives of its people, the art, the literature, 
the music, and the social history—through paintings, 
prints, photography, sculpture, and contemporary 
documents and ephemera. Included are paintings 
by cherished artists such as Elizabeth Catlett, Aaron 
Douglas, Palmer Hayden, William H. Johnson, Jacob 
Lawrence, and Archibald Motley.

The culmination of decades of reflection, research, 
and scholarship, the text is by Wil Haygood, 
acclaimed biographer and preeminent scholar on 
Harlem and its cultural history. In thematic chapters, 
the author captures the range and breadth of the 
Harlem Renaissance, a sweeping creative movement 
that saw an astonishing array of black writers, artists, 
and musicians gather over a period of a few intense 
years, expanding far beyond its roots in Harlem to 
unleash a myriad of talents upon the nation. 

Wil Haygood is the author of The Butler and award- 
winning biographies of Adam Clayton Powell Jr., Sammy 
Davis Jr., Sugar Ray Robinson, and Thurgood Marshall. 
At the Columbus Museum of Art, Carole Genshaft is 
Curator at Large, Anastasia Kinigopoulo is Assistant 
Curator, Nannette V. Maciejunes is the Executive 
Director, Drew Sawyer is Head of Exhibitions and 
William J. and Sarah Ross Soter Associate Curator of 
Photography, and David Stark is Chief Curator.

Tara Donovan’s sculptures and installations 
are mind-bending experiences: she transforms 
common everyday materials like straws and index 
cards, turning them into elaborate, room-size 
sculptures that are as surreal as they are beautiful.    

MacArthur “genius” grant recipient Tara Donovan’s 
otherworldly sculptures have transfixed audiences 
for over a decade. Taking mundane materials and 
through clever craftsmanship, ingenuity, and repeated 
manipulation, the artist builds large-scale works made 
of rubber bands, plastic tubing, and paper plates into 
objects that evoke the natural world or other organic 
material. This volume—which accompanies a major 
retrospective exhibition—features an expansive selec-
tion of her most impressive and important works to 
date, spanning ten years. 

Curator Nora Burnett Abrams, along with several 
other leading scholars of contemporary art, consider 
critical issues around her work: ideas related to labor 
and process, and the interplay between ethereality 
and monumentality, among other key themes. The 
book looks at several major bodies of work realized in 
different formats and different settings, affording the 
reader a glimpse into the important themes and visual 
languages the artist continuously explores.

Nora Burnett Abrams, PhD, is curator at MCA Denver. 
Prior to MCA Denver, she worked at the Museum of Modern 
Art, The Metropolitan Museum of Art, and the Grey Art 
Gallery at New York University. Giuliana Bruno is the 
Emmet Blakeney Gleason Professor of Visual and Environ-
mental Studies at Harvard University. Jenni Sorkin is an art 
historian, critic, and Assistant Professor of Contemporary 
Art History at the University of California, Santa Barbara. 
Tara Donovan creates large-scale installations and sculp-
tures made from everyday objects. For over a decade, 
numerous museums have mounted solo exhibitions of 
Donovan’s work, including the Metropolitan Museum of 
Art, Hammer Museum, and Corcoran Gallery of Art.

Legendary artist Henry Taylor’s first major 
monograph chronicles his life and work—the 
“visual equivalent of the blues.”

This definitive survey of over 200 of the painter’s 
portraits and street scenes forms a personal and polit-
ical portrait of society today. For three decades, the 
iconic artist has worked his way through New York, 
Los Angeles, Europe, and Africa, documenting what 
he sees. In his circle are artists, musicians, writers, 
and performers, as well as friends from his ten years 
as a psychiatric technician. It is the artist’s empathetic 
eye that allows him to imagine his figures with authen-
ticity and grace—not better than they are, or more 
glamorous—but part of a big, complicated world. 
Flat, brushy flows of color cast figures that often float 
in surreal landscapes abstracted from the barbeque in 
the park or neighboring street. 

Suites of Taylor’s paintings are reproduced along-
side handwritten accounts of the sittings, offering an 
in-depth understanding of the artist’s world. Contri-
butions by Hilton Als, Charles Gaines, Rachel Kaadzi 
Ghansah, Sarah Lewis, and Zadie Smith touch on the 
nature of truth, Matisse’s concept of original naïveté, 
and the state of the subject. This definitive monograph 
celebrates Taylor’s direct and revealing portraits, 
offering a tonic to a divisive cultural moment in time.

Timed to coincide with a major exhibition, this volume 
revisits the years during which celebrated designer 
Martin Margiela achieved the status as one of the 
most important designers at work today.  One of the 
“Antwerp Six” who changed the face of contemporary 
fashion, Margiela created 41 runway shows between 
1989 and 2009 which promoted a unique vision of 
understated luxury—monochromes, oversize volumes, 
and his signature “constructed-deconstructed” cuts—
whose credo is comfort, timelessness, sensuality, and 
authenticity.

Famously reclusive, Margiela never showed his face 
even at his own shows to ensure the work could stand 
purely on its own, free from any link to celebrity or 
self-promotion. This volume chronicles these amazing 
fashion shows in careful detail: the extraordinary 
spaces, the music, the designer’s intentions, the iconic 
pieces. Over the years, recurring motifs and inspirations 
become more apparent, including anonymity, white-
ness, past and anteriority, and diversion. The book 
reveals the sensitive, poetic, and incredibly innova-
tive universe of this most influential contemporary 
fashion designer.

Alexandre Samson is a curator and manages the Palais 
Galliera contemporary collections. Olivier Saillard is a 
noted fashion historian and author and was the director 
of the Palais Galliera from 2010 until 2017. He is currently 
artistic director of J.M. Weston, a men’s luxury shoe brand.

MIRROR MIRROR

RYAN McGINLEY 
CONTRIBUTION BY CARLO McCORMICK

Ryan McGinley, one of the most important 
photographers of his generation, asks his friends 
and colleagues to take the camera into their own 
hands. Following instructions given to them by 
the artist, a group of individuals explore their  
own image. 

Ryan McGinley, since the earliest days of his unpar-
alleled career, has chronicled his friends and cohorts. 
Whether on the now legendary annual road trips he 
has organized with a large coterie of twentysomethings 
documenting summertime exploits or documenting the 
early gritty years in downtown New York, McGinley is 
known as the consummate storyteller about freedom 
and abandon of youth. A few years ago, however, he 
wanted to challenge his creative habits and asked more 
than one hundred of his friends and colleagues—guided 
by detailed instructions and a camera given to them by 
the artist—to take nude self-portraits using mirrors and 
other props. Though related to the ubiquitous selfie, 
the participants didn’t have the benefit of seeing the 
image before they clicked the shutter. Furthermore, 
McGinley would make the selection of the final image 
to represent the photo session. The experiment yielded 
scores of intimate and psychologically revealing photos 
that—even though not done by his own hand—bear 
some signature McGinley flourishes in their emotional 
depth and resonance.

Ryan McGinley is an acclaimed photographer who 
began taking photographs in 1998. In 2003, at the age of 
25, McGinley became one of the youngest artists to have 
a solo show at the Whitney Museum of American Art in 
New York. In 2007, he received the Young Photographer 
Infinity Award from the International Center of Photog-
raphy. His work has been shown in numerous galleries and 
museums internationally, and is collected by the Guggen-
heim Museum, New York, the San Francisco Museum of 
Modern Art, and the Whitney Museum of American Art.

I DON’T WORRY ANYMORE

The first major monograph devoted to the witty paintings and sculpture of 
Los Angeles–based artist Friedrich Kunath.

From his precipitous rise in the late 1990s and early 2000s, Friedrich Kunath’s 
stock-in-trade has been making art that beautifully and lyrically combines the 
experience of the ordinary with the sublime. In the first major monograph 
devoted to the last 15 years of his work, the reader sees how the artist poignantly 
yet playfully distills the fundamentals of human emotion—desire, loneliness, 
and anxiety—creating comically tragic scenes in which human beings try to find 
their way in the world. Shifting easily between genres and modes of making—
from painting to installation and even video—the work always maintains his 
signature wit and humor, laced with melancholy.

Organized thematically rather than chronologically, the artist has considered 
the ideas that run throughout his oeuvre and offers new insights by gathering 
works across media connected conceptually in ten chapters. Art historian James 
Elkins offers a more experimental approach to art history writing in his essay on 
the artist’s installation and video works and their use of appropriation. Ariana 
Reines contributes a poem inspired by Kunath’s work.

Friedrich Kunath is a Los Angeles–based artist. James Elkins is E.C. Chadbourne 
Professor in the Department of Art History, Theory, and Criticism, School of the Art 
Institute of Chicago. His most recent book is What Photography Is. Ariana Reines 
is a New York–based poet and writer.
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Larry Bell

The first definitive monograph on the work of the sculptor and painter 
Larry Bell, icon of the Light and Space movement and one of the great 
living American artists.  

Having emerged as a star of the Light and Space movement in the late 1950s—
alongside contemporaries such as Robert Irwin, John McCracken, and James 
Turrell—Larry Bell remains one of the most influential living American artists. 

From his earliest monochrome paintings in the 1950s to the glass cubes and 
standing glass-panel sculptures of the 1960s and 1970s to his experimentation 
with vapor drawings in the 1980s and his recent “mirage works” and “light 
knot” sculptures, Bell’s career is a beautiful exploration of the properties of light 
on surfaces. Collecting works on paper as well as glass and metal sculptures, this 
comprehensive book reflects Bell’s extraordinary attention to materials and his 
dual interest in two- and three-dimensional forms. With an essay by Robin Clark 
and an interview conducted by Cliff Lauson—and drawing on rarely published 
writings by the artist himself—this is the definitive survey of Larry Bell’s career. 

Larry Bell was born in 1939 and lives and works between Los Angeles and Taos, 
NM. His work has been exhibited around the world, from Tate Britain to the 
Whitney Museum of American Art. Robin Clark is a writer, curator, art historian, 
and director of the Artist Initiative at SFMoMA. Cliff Lauson  is Curator at the 
Hayward Gallery, Southbank Centre, in London.

The first comprehensive monograph on artist 
Daniel Arsham’s genre-bending world.

Daniel Arsham mines lusted-after consumer goods 
and iconic imagery to create his conceptual objects 
and sculptures. The artist then casts and refinishes his 
work to imitate the effects of erosion and subsidence, 
creating monuments to our present obsessions, as if the 
objects were rescued from Pompeii. That same impulse 
toward excavation animates many of his installations, 
which range from layered broken walls to geode-
filled caverns to melting portals. From room-collapsing 
environmental installations for today’s leading brands 
and museums to elaborate set design for classical 
dance, Arsham twists elements of architecture to create 
immersive aesthetic experiences that appeal to the 
divided attentions of a contemporary audience. 

Presented as an induction manual to Arsham’s covet-
able world, the book will provide a complete over-
view of his practice. Virgil Abloh discusses Arsham’s 
contribution to a post-media artistic landscape, a 
thread developed by Hans Ulrich Obrist in a conver-
sation with the artist that traces art-historical prece-
dents. Steven Matijcio will discuss the artist’s projects 
and collaborations, which range from sets for Merce 
Cunningham’s dance company to clothes and sneakers 
with streetwear icons Ronnie Fieg and Adidas to proj-
ects with James Franco and Pharrell Williams and films 
with Mahershala Ali.

Virgil Abloh is an American designer, DJ, and stylist who 
came to prominence as Kanye West’s creative director. He 
has since made waves in the fashion world with his luxury 
streetwear label, Off-White. Steven Matijcio is a curator 
at the Contemporary Art Center, Cincinnati. Hans Ulrich 
Obrist is an art curator, critic, and historian of art. He is 
artistic director at the Serpentine Galleries, London.

A VISIONARY IN MODERN

A much-anticipated look at one of the first 
feminist artists, best known for her iconic 
landscape photographs made in the early 1900s 
depicting female nudes outdoors in rugged 
Northern California.

This monumental publication rediscovers and cele-
brates the work of Anne Brigman, whose photography 
was considered radical for its time. For Brigman to 
objectify her own nude body as the subject of her 
photographs at the turn of the twentieth century was 
groundbreaking; to do so outdoors in a near-desolate 
wilderness setting was revolutionary. Brigman’s signif-
icance spanned both coasts: in Northern California, 
where she lived, she was known as a poet, a critic, and 
a member of the Pictorialist photography movement. 
On the East Coast, her work was promoted by Alfred 
Stieglitz, who elected her as a fellow of the prestigious 
Photo-Secession.

The special deluxe packaging for this publication 
includes a box containing two volumes: one large 
book is devoted to Brigman’s entire career, covering 
such topics as Brigman’s work within the contexts of 
the California Arts & Crafts movement and New York 
Modernism, and the relevance of her work to contem-
porary conversations regarding gendered landscapes 
of the American frontier. Also included is a smaller 
book with Brigman’s poetry and reproductions of 
Brigman’s original Songs of a Pagan.

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Roxy Paine
ESSAYS BY MARC MAYER AND TAN LIN

Sculptor Roxy Paine’s installations can feel like 
a cross between an alien landscape or a mad 
scientist’s laboratory: from life-size stainless-steel 
trees that seem postapocalyptic to large-scale 
dioramas with skewed perspectives which are as 
disorienting as they are fascinating.

This comprehensive monograph expertly surveys 
nearly 20 years of artist Roxy Paine’s work. Known 
for bringing together science and the natural world, 
Paine’s surreal and sometimes eerie work has garnered 
him an elevated place in the pantheon of uber-creative 
artists who create their own fantastical universes.   

Paine divides his work into several revealing catego-
ries: “Art Making Machines,” odd mini-factories that 
produce works of art; “Replicants,” replicas of flora 
and fungi made out of industrial materials; “Fungal 
Fields,” painterly compositions of his fungi sculp-
tures; “Specimen Cases,” vitrines filled with his fungal 
and floral replicas; and perhaps his most well-known 
and beloved body of work, “Dendroids,” which are 
metal treelike forms. Through these industrial-natural 
visions, Paine reveals the horror—and wonder—when 
science and nature collide. 

In this major monograph—the first in nearly a 
decade—Marc Mayer (who is Director of the National 
Gallery of Canada) provides a broad overview of the 
artist’s work up to the most current work the artist 
created in 2017. Tan Lin, noted poet and writer, illu-
minates several aspects of Paine’s complex and deeply 
resonant work and ideas through an experimental 
piece of writing.

Marc Mayer has been director of the National Gallery of 
Canada since 2008. Tan Lin is an American poet, author, 
filmmaker, and professor. He is most notably recognized for 
his work in “ambient” literature, a style that draws on and 
samples source material from popular culture. Roxy Paine 
has been exhibited internationally and is in major public 
and private collections, including the Museum of Modern 
Art; the Museum of Contemporary Art, Los Angeles; San 
Francisco Museum of Modern Art; and the Israel Museum, 
Jerusalem, among many others.

An in-depth look inside Olana, one of America’s 
greatest estates, which was designed and built 
by Frederic Church, the most renowned of the 
Hudson River School painters. 

Frederic Church, a major figure in the much-loved 
group of artists known as the Hudson River School, 
made his name as a painter of monumental land-
scapes in the mid-1800s, helping to develop our 
vision of landscape and shaping the cultural identity 
of America. He applied his artistic talent to the house 
and property that he named Olana, known today as 
Olana State Historic Site and located in the heart of the 
beautiful Hudson River Valley. 

The 250-acre naturalistic landscape surrounding the 
house is a work of art in itself, and the magnificent 
views of the Hudson River were an essential part of 
Church’s composition, which he carefully designed 
with an artist’s eye to the property’s 360-degree views 
of neighboring hills, valleys, and distant mountains. 

Spectacular photography of Olana is featured 
alongside Church’s most famous paintings, and the 
accompanying essays offer insight into the painter’s 
inspirations and motivations, illuminating not only the 
site he created but also his work as one of this country’s 
greatest artists.

This revelatory survey of Surrealist masterworks 
of the 1930s and 1940s by artists such as Salvador 
Dalí, Joan Miró, Max Ernst, and André Masson 
presents the movement through a new and timely 
lens—that of war, violence, and exile.

During the pivotal years between the world wars, 
Surrealist artists on both sides of the Atlantic 
responded through their works to the rise of Hitler 
and the spread of Fascism in Europe, resulting in a 
period of surprising brilliance and fertility. Monstros-
ities in the real world bred monsters in paintings and 
sculpture, on film, and in the pages of journals and 
artists’ books. 

Despite the political and personal turmoil brought on 
by the Spanish Civil War and World War II, avant-
garde artists in Europe and those who sought refuge 
in the United States pushed themselves to create some 
of the most potent and striking images of the Surrealist 
movement. Trailblazing essays by experts in the field 
trace the experimental and international extent of 
Surrealist art during these years—and, perhaps most 
unexpectedly of all, its irrepressible beauty.

Robin Adèle Greeley is Associate Professor of Modern 
& Contemporary Latin American Art History at the Univer-
sity of Connecticut and the author of Surrealism and 
the Spanish Civil War. Samantha Kavky is Associate 
Professor of Art History at Pennsylvania State University–
Berks and co-editor of the Journal of Surrealism and the 
Americas. Oliver Shell is Associate Curator of European

This stunning book offers insider access to Lake Maggiore’s Borromeo 
Palace, a resplendent achievement of baroque Italian architecture. This is a 
perfect volume for classic Italian art and architecture lovers.

In a unique natural setting—the Isola Bella island on Lake Maggiore, surrounded 
by the Alps—stands the sumptuous palace built, and still owned, by the 
Borromeo family. Photographs guide the readers through the halls of the palace, 
which overlooks the lake and offers charming views.

Unparalleled in his ability to portray the Parisian

DENIS CURTI
