In a print made by the reduction 
method, the first colour printing may 
include a lot of broad, flat colour areas 
where the detail will be created by the 
cutting for subsequent colours. When 
printing is completed, clean the ink 
from the block immediately with 
solvent and a rag.

Stage proof: two
The second colour printing begins to 
suggest the three-dimensional depth 
in the image, but because the two 
colours are close in tone, the change 
is not dramatic.

Stage proof: three
The overprinting in blue, using the 
same registration technique as for the 
yellow, produces a more appreciable 
variation in the image, both because 
the colour is lighter than those 
underneath and because the textures 
are becoming more complex.

Stage proof: four
The black printing sharpens the 
image and gives it a much bolder, 
more graphic feeling, pulling 
together all the shapes. This is the 
effect that the artist has been 
carrying in her mind throughout the 
cutting processes. The radical 
changes that occur with each 

successive stage are a very exciting 
feature of colour printing. Although 
with experience you can anticipate 
many aspects of the colour 
interactions, the overall result can 
still contain surprising and 
unexpectedly pleasing details.

There are two main reasons for 
choosing to produce an original 
image as a print, one being to 
obtain a number of identical 
copies. The motive for this may 
be to originate pictures as 
multiple images or to 
reinterpret an existing painting 
or drawing in print form. 
Because prints sell more 
cheaply than one-off originals 
they are accessible to people 
who do not normally invest in 
art and can thus represent a 
useful share of an artist’s 
income. For the amateur, there 
is a considerable pleasure in 
having works on paper that can 
be sold cheaply or given to 
friends, while one or mare can 
be retained by the artist.

The second reason for 
making prints is that each 
process produces characteristic 
visual qualities quite different 
from those of a directly drawn 
or painted image. For example, 
the flat, glossy colour areas you 
see in a linocut or silkscreen 
print cannot easily be obtained 
with paint and brush; and the 
grainy, integrated textures of 
chalk drawing and ink washes 
produced by lithography are 
distinctly different in feeling to 
similar marks applied directly 
on paper. Etching is a law unto 
itself: an etched line is not at all 
like a drawn line, and there are 
many ways of achieving etched 
textures that give an exciting 
variety to this long-established 
medium.

The way the image is

Bold shapes and clear colours are 
frequently the hallmark of 
screenprints made from hand–cut 
stencils, although there are many 
ways to vary the qualities of 
surface texture. Here the artist 
uses a lot of lively pattern detail to 
keep the eye moving around the 
image. Screenprinting inks provide 
a wide range of colours that have 

produced influences not only the 
character of the finished work 
but the way you conceive and 
plan it. Before you start to 
consider which processes would 
suit you best, take account of 
the following basic principles.

Basic principles 
The methods of producing a 
printed image can be divided 
into four main categories: relief 
printing, intaglio, planographic 
(printing from a flat surface) as 
in lithography, and stencil 
processes as applied in screen 
printing. In the relief-printing 
techniques of linocut, woodcut 
and wood engraving (pages 
36–53), the original flat surface 
of the wood or lino block 
represents the printing surface. 
Any parts of the design not to be 
printed are cut away, leaving the 
image raised in relief. This is 
inked usually with a roller, and 
transferred to paper by direct 
pressure.

Intaglio processes–dry point, 
mezzotint and etching–are the 
exact opposite. All these are 
usually done on metal plates, 
and the design is incised or 
etched into the surface. It is the 
sunken lines and areas of the 
plate that are printed, by 
pushing ink into them and 
applying heavy pressure to 
press the paper into the inked 
marks; the original surface level 
of an intaglio plate represents 
the white in a black and white 
image.

Lithography is a planographic 
process, meaning that the 
printing and non-printing areas 
are on the same level. The 
image is drawn on a metal plate

In lithography, the artist’s drawing 
and painting skills are directly 
applied to developing the image on 
the plate, using inks and crayons. 
This can result in a very vivid, 
spontaneous feel to the finished 
print, although the build-up of 
colours has to be carefully 
planned, with each individual hue 
printed from a separate plate, and 
mixed colours achieved by 
overprinting. The marks made by 
the drawing materials supply the 
varied surface qualities of the 
image, but the grain of the litho 
plate also influences texture.

(or litho stone) and processed so 
that it “sets” into the grain of the 
surface. Lithographic prints can 
be taken by direct pressure or 
by offsetting. On an offset press, 
plate and paper are placed side 
by side; a roller travels over the 
plate and picks up the inked 
image; travelling back, it 
deposits the image on the 
paper.

Screenprinting is basically a 
stencilling process. The screen 
has a stretched, fine mesh 

which transmits an even layer of 
ink under pressure. To create 
the image, parts of the mesh 
must be blocked so they cannot 
allow the ink through. There are 
many different ways of 
preparing stencils, all of which 
produce characteristically 
different qualities in the 
imagery.

Negative and positive 
A printed image taken by direct 
pressure is always reversed on 

the paper because the original 
block or plate is in face to face 
contact with it. Relief and 
intaglio processes both produce 
reversed images, as does 
lithographic printing on a direct-
pressure press. In offset 
lithography, the image is not 
reversed, because it is put down 
on the paper in the same 
position as it was picked up 
from the plate–an intermediary 
surface carries the inked image, 
and there is no direct contact 
between plate and paper. In 
screenprinting, too, the image is 
right-reading, because the ink 
passes through the screen 
mesh rather than being printed 
off from it.

This left-to-right reversal is 
not the only “opposite” element 
you have to keep in mind when 
preparing images fur printing. 
Often you are required to work 
in negative–that is, the marks 
you make with your printmaking 
tools represent the non-printing 
areas of the design. In relief 
prints, the parts of the block 
that you actively cut away 
surround the parts that will read 
as the image. In screenprinting, 
where you are preparing a 
stencil to print, for example, 
blue areas of the image, the 
stencil itself will consist of all 
those areas that will not be blue. 
Conversely, in lithography and 
most intaglio processes, the 
marks you make are those that 
directly create the image.

These concepts can seem 
confusing when put into words; 
they start to make sense as you 
come to deal with them in 
practice. There are also 
exceptions to the rules–resist

T
he bear quilt holds special 
memories for me. We were 
about to go on a family 
holiday, driving from 

Adelaide to Melbourne, across to 
Tasmania on the ferry, and then 
drive around the island for two 
weeks. My husband, Ron, had the 
car packed to bursting and our two 
daughters, Jess and Sarah-Kate, 
were so excited they were running 
back and forth saying, "Hurry up, 
Mum! We're going, we're going!"

I was crouched behind the sofa 
where I kept my box of wools and 
spare blanketing. I knew we were 
going to spend a lot of time in the 
car so I needed something to do. 
I was madly cutting 12 squares of 
blanketing to put in my wool box 
with my needles, sketch pad and 
pencil. This box was going to 
spend the next two weeks on my 
knee while Ron was driving. 

I had no great plans about what I 
wanted to do - I just felt I wanted 
to embroider a little bear. 

The drive to Melbourne was 
amazing. It rained non-stop. The 
window wipers were working 
overtime. It poured. So as I 
sketched the little bear I thought it 
only right that he should be 
wearing a little yellow raincoat and 
one of my favourite hats, a 
sou'wester, and gumboots. 

I really enjoyed stitching the little 
fellow and as we boarded the 
Spirit of Tasmania, I looked out to 
the ocean in front of us and 

decided I should do another little 
bear this time in a sailor suit.

When we docked in Devonport, 
Jess seemed a little off-colour and I 
suspected an ear infection, so as 
soon as we could, we went to the 
local doctor. The nurse-come-
receptionist was so sweet, I 
thought I should dedicate a bear 
to her. So now we had Nurse Bear. 

We drove to Launceston and as we 
walked through this lovely town 
we passed the University and I 
could just imagine a bear on 
graduation day. I imagined all the 
knowledge contained in all the 
libraries of all the universities of 
the world. Hence the birth of 
Bookworm Bear.

We then drove to beautiful Cradle 
Mountain and then to Opossum 
Bay. As we passed the quaint 
churches on the way, I imagined 
how important these meeting 
places must have been to the 
women all those years ago living on 
isolated farms. It must have been a 
life-line to meet with other women 
to talk about 'women's things' such 
as sewing, cooking and compan-
ionship. So I sketched a little Lady 
Bear in her Sunday bonnet.

We walked along the beach at 
Opossum Bay and the wind blew 
cold. I thought how brave you 
would have to be to go for a dip in 
the chilly Pacific Ocean. That's 
how Bathing Bear developed.

The visit to Port Arthur brought 
about a mass of inspiration - 

almost too much to bear! After my 
visit I couldn't sketch fast enough. 
I imagined the soldiers marching 
up and down in their uniforms 
guarding the convicts, and the 
insignificant crimes these people 
were supposed to have committed. 
I remembered the English Bobbies 
in their uniforms, even though 
they were of a different era.

As we strolled around this fantastic 
place I could see the difference 
between the convict quarters and 
the homes of the officers and 
dignitaries. So I sketched a bear in 
a top hat and tails.

As we drove back to Devonport, 
nearing the end of our wonderful 
trip, I asked the girls "What other 
bears could I draw?" Jess called 
out, "A Ballerina Bear!" and Sarah 
shouted, "No! A clown bear!"

So I did both.

LOVABLE BEARS
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BACK STITCH
Back stitch can be worked by either skimming the needle 

through the fabric while holding it freely in your hand as 

shown here, or by stabbing the needle up and down with 

the fabric held taut in a hoop or frame. 

1. Mark a line on the fabric. Bring 
the thread to the front at A, a short 
distance from the right hand end of 
the marked line.

2. Take the needle to the back at B, 
at the beginning of the marked 
line. Emerge at C. The distance from 
A to C should be the same as the 
distance from A to B. 

3. Pull the thread through. 4. Take the needle to the back at A, 
through the same hole in the fabric. 
Emerge at D. The distance from C to 
D is the same as from A to C.  

5. Continue working stitches in the 
same manner, keeping them all the 
same length.    

6. To finish, take the needle to the 
back of the fabric through the hole at 
the beginning of the previous stitch. 
Pull the thread through and end off.

BULLION KNOT
Bullion knots have been used in many forms of embroidery 

through the ages and are known by various names. These 

include grub stitch, caterpillar stitch, coil stitch, knot stitch, 

post stitch, roll stitch, worm stitch and Porto Rico rose.

The distance from A to B is the length of the finished bullion 

knot. To form a straight knot the number of wraps must cover 

this distance plus an extra 1 - 2 wraps.
1. Bring the needle to the front at A. 
Pull the thread through. 

2. Take the needle to the back at B. 
Re-emerge at A, taking care not to 
split the thread. The thread is to the 
right of the needle. 

3. Raise the point of the needle 
away from the fabric. Wrap the 
thread clockwise around the needle. 

4. Keeping the point of the needle 
raised, pull the wrap firmly down 
onto the fabric. 

5. Work the required number of 
wraps around the needle. Pack them 
down evenly as you wrap. 

6. Keeping tension on the wraps with 
the left thumb, begin to ease the 
needle through the fabric and wraps.

7. Continuing to keep tension on the 
wraps, pull the needle and thread 
through the wraps.

9. Release the thread. Smooth out 
the fabric and the knot will lie back 
towards B. 

10. To ensure all the wraps are even, 
gently stroke and manipulate them 
with the needle while maintaining 
tension on the thread.

11. Take the needle to the back at B 
to anchor the knot. 

12. Pull the thread through and 
end off. 

8. Pull the thread all the way through, 
tugging it away from you until a 
small pleat forms in the fabric. This 
helps to ensure a tight even knot.

CHAIN STITCH
This very versatile stitch can 

be used as an outline or in 

close rows as a filling stitch. 

Take care not to pull the 

loops too tight as they will 

lose their rounded shape.
2. Pull the thread through until the 
loop lies snugly around the emerg-
ing thread.

3. Take the needle through the same 
hole in the fabric at B and emerge at 
C. Ensure the thread is under the tip 
of the needle. 

4. Pull the thread through as before. 
Continue working stitches in the 
same manner for the required 
distance. 

5. To finish, work the last stitch and 
take the needle to the back of the 
fabric just over the loop.

6. Pull the thread through to form a 
short straight stitch. End off the 
thread on the back of the fabric. 

1. Bring the thread to the front at A. 
Take the needle from A to B, using 
the same hole in the fabric at A.

EMBROIDERY STITCHES

Embroider the bear's head referring to the 
instructions on page 7. Work the arms and 
legs, grading from the darkest shade at the 
top, to the lightest shade at the ends. Fill 
the ears and chest with long and short 
stitch.

Work the leotard, first stitching the stitch 
direction lines in two strands and filling 
with long and short stitch using one strand. 
Embroider the pearls around the neck of 
the leotard with white French knots.

Work the tutu in long and short stitch. To 
achieve the gathered effect on the tutu, 
stitch groups of three straight stitches 
along the upper edge. Fill the scallops with 
pink French knots for the border design. 
Outline the top of the tutu with a series of 
straight stitches.

Stitch the ballet shoes with long and short 
stitch and the ribbons using whipped split 
stitch. Outline the top of the shoes in stem 
stitch.

Embroider the 
flowers with satin 
stitch centres 
surrounded by 
overlapping 
straight stitches. 
Add fly stitch 
leaves and a 
sprinkling of 
French knots. The 
white headband is 
worked in split 
stitch. 

Embroider the bear's head, ears and 
hands following the instructions on page 
7. Stitch the jacket and trousers using the 
same method as the cape in Class of 99. 
To achieve the look of thick woollen 
fabric, add random straight stitches in 
antique blue. Work the armband stripes in 
straight stitch, then the rank stripes on 
the sleeve. Work the belt in long and 
short stitch. Using black wool partially 
outline the jacket in stem stitch.

Stitch the black boots and add steel grey 
soles. Work white and steel grey 
highlights to the toes and stitch the black 
shoe laces in back stitch. 

Embroider the helmet in long and short 
stitch, adding the black band in stem 
stitch.

Add the truncheon in long and short 
stitch. Form the strap on the handle with 
a small thread loop.

Using the silver metallic thread, work the 
buttons in French knots and the buckle, 
number badge and collar markings with 
straight stitch. On the helmet add a top 
crest and stitch the badge as for the 
badge on Halt! Who Goes There, adding 
four straight stitch arrows. 

Work the cobble stones in uneven straight 
stitch.
