In September 2020, Kim Jones was named head of 
Fendi’s couture and womenswear, marking a new 
era for the Italian brand. This publication examines 
Jones’s relationship to the legendary Bloomsbury Set: 
the early twentieth-century community of British 
writers, intellectuals, and artists, including Virginia 
Woolf, Duncan Grant, and Vanessa Bell, who inspired 
the collection and his creative process. 

Enriched by ethereal photographs by Nikolai von 
Bismarck, this book spotlights the iconic landmarks 
of the Bloomsbury Set and Fendi. Beginning with 
Charleston House, Knole House, and Sissinghurst 
Castle in England, then traveling to the set of haute 
couture in Paris, the volume comes full circle at 
Rome’s Villa Medici and Villa Borghese—where 
the histories of Fendi and the Bloomsbury Set meet. 
Diverse photographic methods such as Polaroid, 
traditional film, and Super-8 film stills bring Jones’s 
creations to life, as well as reflect the Bloomsbury 
Set’s experimental techniques, while his eternal 
muses, including Christy Turlington, Demi Moore, 
Gwendoline Christie, Kate Moss, and Naomi 
Campbell, conjure the poetry of the present. With 
letters, diary entries, and excerpts from Bloomsbury 
members, this exquisite book will appeal to aficio-
nados of fashion, literature, and photography.

With a following 
in Japan as well as Hong Kong and mainland China, 
Shitano has become something of a cult figure, as one 
of the new generation of streetwear designers influ-
enced by Hiroshi Fujiwara. 

Consisting originally of handmade, printed tees, 
the label has since expanded to include a complete 
range of streetwear infused with an eccentric Japanese 
flair. Shitano was raised in the entertainment district 
of Shinjuku, and this is reflected in the clothing’s 
distinctly downtown urban vibe and predominantly 
dark color palette. 

Chronicling the history of the brand, alongside some 
of Whiz’s most prolific projects to date, this book 
features beautiful, newly shot photographs of a long 
list of collaborations with streetwear icons, including 
Hiroshi Fujiwara/Fragment, Mastermind, Stüssy,  
A Bathing Ape®, Bristol, Bountyhunter, M&M, 
Kappa, New Era, Disney, Hello Kitty, G-Shock, 
Peanuts, Porter, The North Face, Marmot, First 
Down, and the estate of Keith Haring.

VNGRD is a clothing brand created in Milan in 
2005 as the natural creative expression of a group of 
designers and artists who lived at the heart of the city’s 
underground for years. 

With the creative direction of Giorgio Di Salvo—one 
of the two co-founders—and a mixture of extreme 
graphic design and unprecedented product research 
for the time, VNGRD quickly gained cult status, 
racking up collaborations with brands like Stüssy, 
SUPER, FUCT, and Slam Jam. It came to be recog-
nized by the likes of Kanye West, also sowing the seeds 
that gave rise to the Octopus Brand.

Thanks to a naïve, uneducated stance on clothing 
design and the firm refusal to obey any commercial 
habits in a world that was transitioning from a tradi-
tional model to the current ultra-connected landscape, 
VNGRD challenged everything and connected many 
of the people who would go on to become protago-
nists of the zeitgeist.

This is a comprehensive archive of the brand’s graphic 
and design work, with never-before-seen pieces and 
behind-the-scenes looks. Featuring contributions 
from many of the friends and collaborators they 
have encountered during their journey, the original 
VNGRD team has produced a book that celebrates 
the history and heritage of the brand, demonstrating 
how its vanguardist attitude stood the test of time and 
predicted many of today’s trends, inspiring the prime 
movers of the clothing world (and beyond).

Virgil Abloh is a fashion designer and entrepreneur of 
the brand Off-White and artistic director of Louis Vuitton 
menswear collection. Marcelo Burlon, born in Pata-
gonia, is the creative mind behind the label County of 
Milan. Erik Brunetti is an American artist and designer 
founder of the brand FUCT. Giorgio Di Salvo is a multi-
faceted creative based in Milan. He has created iconic 
garments for the likes of County of Milan and is currently 
the owner of United Standard.

WHAT’S SO ALLURING about cars and 
watches is the level of meticulous design, engineering 
and savoir faire behind the manufacture of each. They’re 
both investments spurred by passion and emotion, heri-
tage and futurism—vintage models are sought after like 
cult totems, while modern innovation ensures a steady 
evolution into the present and beyond. There’s no limit 
to the connoisseurship inherent to each. 

So, it makes sense that this is the third curated edition 
of DRIVE TIME in under a decade. Automotive-inspired 
watches are forever being refined, with equal deference 
given to the breathtaking accomplishments of the past 
and the innovations of the current moment. That’s the 
remarkable story DRIVE TIME tells. 

It goes without saying that I’m partial to both vintage Heuer 
and TAG Heuer chronographs. They’re the category-defin-
ing epitome of the fusion of cars and watches, and Heuer’s 
achievements in the field are legion. When it comes to 
the synthesis of motorsports and mechanical watches, I 
can’t help but think about the Carrera in particular, and 
in a romantic way. It’s fascinating that such a classic chro-
nograph came to be after a simple trackside conversation 
about a notoriously dangerous race that would change the 
course of the motor industry for generations. 

This is the great gift and genius of my friend Jack Heuer. 
What Jack produced in just one decade lives on. Even more 

remarkable, each of his watches would become archetypal 
in its own way. His love for air and automobiles, combined 
with his ardor for speed and racing, inspired the astonish-
ing Carrera chronograph. Nothing represents the eternal 
quest to go faster, to prove you’re the best—symbolically 
and practically—more than an auto-inspired watch. Every 
time I look at the Carrera, I am reminded of an amazing 
decade, and Heuer’s extraordinary history overall. 

Mexican racing brothers Pedro and Ricardo Rodriguez 
were rock stars in the early 1960s. They were incredible 
drivers. Their exploits were how Jack first heard of the 
Carrera Panamerica rally, and thus was the Carrera watch 
born. What a great, sexy name for a new timepiece with 
a clean, sophisticated, beautifully styled bezel and dial. 
So innovative, so timeless. What amazes me most is how 
Jack’s passion for perfecting race timekeeping has utterly 
transcended the sport itself. 

Today, when I look upon the sheer breadth of the chro-
nographs in DRIVE TIME that keep the Carrera company, 
it strikes me how profound this symbiotic merger of 
time and speed—physically embodied not just in cars 
themselves—really is. And how wonderful it is that this, 
the third and final edition of DRIVE TIME, brings it all 
together in one place beyond the track.

FOR MORE THAN a quarter-century, Chopard’s 
Mille Miglia collection led the way for classic racing- 
inspired wristwatches, and although the limited- 
production Mille Miglia Zagato (1,000 pieces; 500 in 
rose gold and DLC-treated stainless steel, 500 in all 
DLC-treated stainless steel) is a departure from the 
core collection, as a collaboration with the Italian 
luxury auto-design studio . . . well, it just makes 
you smile. 

Produced with Milan-based bodywork specialist Zagato, 
this foray into time mechanics was truly a collabora-
tive effort: Chopard created the “engine” (a self-winding 
chronograph movement), while Zagato influenced the 
design of the “bodywork” and “interior” (the case and 
dial, respectively). The 42.5mm watch comes in all-black 
DLC-coated steel or a two-tone all-steel version with a 
rose-gold bezel featuring a red insert bearing the 24-hour 
dual-time gradation; both sport the Zagato logo on the 
case back and crown. 

The Zagato and Chopard story continued six years later, 
when, in Kyoto, Japan, at the Concours d’Elegance held 
at Nijo Castle—with the theme “100 years of Zagato”—
the COSC Chronometer Certified Mille Miglia Classic 
Chronograph Zagato 100th Anniversary Edition in steel, 
with a vibrant red Zagato “Z” motif dial, debuted at a gala 
dinner with Chopard co-president Karl-Friedrich Scheufele 
and Zagato CEO Andrea Zagato, grandson of founder 
Ugo Zagato. This second limited-edition Chopard Zagato 
collaboration was limited to 100 examples. 

English carmaker Aston Martin and Milanese coachbuilder Zagato 
have been working together for almost 60 years—since the 1960 
DB4 GT Zagato. Other collaboration highlights include the 1986-
’90 V8 Vanquish Volante, 2002-’03 Aston Martin DB7 Vantage 
Zagato, 2003-’04 Aston Martin DB AR1, 2011-’12 Aston Martin 
V12 Zagato, 2013 Aston Martin DBS Coupé Zagato Centennial, 
and 2013 DB9 Spyder Zagato Centennial. The latter two were 
one-off cars to celebrate Aston Martin’s centenary.

INTERIORS
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EN THE  GERMAN TREEHOUSE  designer Andreas Wenning 
(baumraum) completed this structure in 2017. It is 
located in Halden, in the Canton of Thurgau in the 
northeast of Switzerland near Lake Constance. The com-
ponents of the treehouse were prefabricated in Germany 
and the assembly on the wooded property of the clients 
was carried out in just a few days. Although it is gabled, 
the dark gray structure sits on supports, with a 151-square 
foot (14 square meter) terrace wrapped around a single 
oak. The structure of the terrace is made of steel with 
untreated chestnut planks, and it has supports in the 
form of ropes and harness loops. The treehouse itself has 
four wooden supports and a 237-square foot (22-square 
meter) interior clad in oiled oak. Wood wool insulation 
is used under the exterior surfaces, which are covered 
in black or dark-gray varnished larch. Oiled oak was also 
used for the built-in furniture. A black, wood-burning 
stove provides heat as required. Although it does look 
like a miniature traditional house up in the trees from 
some angles, the Halden treehouse has a glass gable on 
the north side, and other glazing that gives ample natural 
light to the interior. A sleeping area reached by a ladder is 
located above the integrated kitchenette and bathroom, 
which makes use of natural stones selected from a neigh-
boring stream for the sink and doorhandles.

Between 1912 and 1968, Philip Trammell Shutze 
produced over 750 architectural works. Because he 
was so prolific, the book examines only his most 
essential work, which as a body represents an architec-
tural achievement of a very high order of refinement, 
grace, and beauty. 

A graduate of Georgia Tech, Shutze stayed one year 
at Columbia University before he won the prestigious 
Rome Prize, traveling shortly thereafter to Rome. 
There he remained for five years, learning everything 
he could about the great buildings of the Renaissance 
and Baroque periods. 

On his return to the U.S., Shutze worked in New York 
for Mott Schmidt, who designed townhouses for such 
families as the Astors, Morgans, and Vanderbilts, and 
he also worked for F. Burrall Hoffman, whose master-
piece is Villa Vizcaya in Miami. Within a few years, 
though, he returned to Georgia, to design in the Clas-
sical and traditional styles some of the most beautiful 
buildings ever to grace the American landscape.

A tribute to a recently rediscovered Italian 
architect and urban planner from the early 
twentieth century, featuring 150 previously 
unpublished photographs. 

This new volume is dedicated to Piero Portaluppi 
(1888–1967), a significant and recently rediscovered 
figure of Italian twentieth-century architecture. Long 
neglected by critics, his work has been revisited and 
rightly reappraised thanks to the opening of Villa 
Necchi in Milan to the public.

The book traces Portaluppi’s work through three 
design typologies: living spaces, the aesthetics of 
industrial structures, and public places. Notable 
examples of the industrial spaces include the power 
plants that Portaluppi lovingly constructed from 1910 
to 1930, real architectural gems with an eclectic taste.

Portaluppi was also architect to the nascent indus-
trial bourgeoisie in Northern Italy, the group that 
contributed to the new prosperity of Italian society. 
In addition to Necchi Campiglio, he worked for the 
Wassermanns and the Boschi Di Stefanos. Finally, he 
designed very important public spaces for the city of 
Milan, such as the Diurno hotel (1925) and the Hoepli 
Planetarium (1930).

The book adopts a photographic, very visual 
approach, paying particular attention to the chromatic 
details of the construction materials, the architect’s 
trademark. The ad hoc photo shoot by Lorenzo 
Pennati is the first of its kind. Short introductory texts 
accompany the 150 photographs.

Buffalo cauliflower florets are twice baked—first in a plant-based 
batter that functions like buttermilk, then again once coated with 
spicy buffalo sauce and crunchy crumbs.

To cool things 
off, serve them with my ranch dressing. When you hanker for a spicy 
crunch, without a drop of oil, buffalo cauliflower hits the spot!

1. Preheat oven to 475°F/246°C. Create a “buttermilk” by adding 
lemon juice to the soy milk and giving it 10 minutes to curdle. 
Add the miso, if using, and whisk to combine. In a large bowl, 
stir together the flour, garlic, onion, baking soda, and panko to 
combine. Add the buttermilk and mix well to create a batter. Set 
aside for  
5 minutes. Add cauliflower florets to the bowl and stir to coat.

2. Transfer the battered florets to a parchment-lined baking 
sheet, spacing them slightly apart (use a second baking sheet 
if necessary to avoid crowding). Bake until the batter is firm, 
golden, and crisp and the cauliflower is tender, 25 to 30 minutes. 
Remove from oven, but keep it on.

3. To make the buffalo sauce, pour the hot sauce in the large bowl. 
Add ground flaxseed. If you prefer a less spicy sauce, dilute with  
1⁄3 to 2⁄3 cups water.

4. With a spatula, carefully remove each baked floret, quickly dip in 
the buffalo sauce, and roll in the panko crumbs. Place it back on 
the parchment-lined baking tray. Repeat for all the florets. Return 
them to the oven and bake another 10 minutes or until golden, 
lightly toasted, and crispy.

5.  Serve hot with ranch dressing and celery sticks.

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The Mirador kitchen, like its counterparts at Cliveden and Ditchley, would un-
doubtedly have made its own corn beef. This is not a difficult dish, as the term 
has nothing to do with corn, the yellow kerneled vegetable, but the English term 
for a small particle or granule, such as a grain of salt. In the days before modern 
refrigeration, salting meat was a way to preserve it and keep it from spoiling. 
Again, we see this is a very economical recipe, as it uses brisket, one of the most 
inexpensive cuts of beef.

To make corn (or salt beef) is simple:  brine the brisket in a mix of salt and wa-
ter (1 1/2 cups/200g to a gallon) with 4 teaspoons of curing salt and any spices 
you’d like to add, for up to a week/10 days in the fridge, in a tightly sealed 
container or freezer bag. Turn the meat every once in a while.

After that, rather like a ham, place the meat in a stockpot, cover with water and 
add spices that may include peppercorns, garlic, mustard, tarragon, thyme, 
parsley, cloves, and nutmeg.  Simmer, covered, for at least 4 hours until the 
meat is tender and can be pulled apart.

Alternatively, simply buy a tin or can of corned beef at your local supermarket.

First of all boil the cubed potatoes until soft but not mushy. Chop the corn  
beef very fine and mix with the chopped onion and cooked potatoes. Add the 
vegetable oil or butter, whichever you prefer, add salt and pepper to taste,  
and mix again.

Put the mixture into a frying pan, and fry on a medium to low heat, ‘very  
slowly’. During this process add the stock bit by bit until it is absorbed.

Serve with baked beans and some curly kale.

Diane Keaton’s cabinet of saved and found 
photographic curiosities is a visual autobiography 
of sorts and scrapbook of her fascinations  
and reflections.

MARK HUNTER

A love letter to a time before Instagram and  
the legendary party scenes of the 2000s that 
brought together the new millennium’s rising 
stars of pop culture. 

Under the moniker the Cobrasnake, the photog-
rapher Mark Hunter captured the party scenes of 
Los Angeles and New York during the hipster-glam 
heyday of the 2000s—and in doing so defined the look 
of a generation. 

Armed with just a Polaroid and a primitive website, 
Cobrasnake captured pioneers of youth culture from 
Kanye West and Steve Aoki to Jeremy Scott, Katy 
Perry, and Lindsay Lohan—icons of the indie pop 
world in the making. Intimately connected with the 
people around him and keyed-in to the edgier fringes 
of the fashion, music, and art worlds, Hunter photo-
graphed influencers before they were influencers, in 
the wild and at play from the streets of LA to NYC 
and beyond. 

Collected here for the first time are more than three 
hundred of Cobrasnake’s favorite images alongside 
ephemera, from concert tickets and backstage passes 
to outtakes and unseen photographs from his many 
adventures. These photographs are records of the last 
generation of partiers to predate the livestreaming of 
culture afforded by today’s social media—capturing 
the energy and vibrancy of a time before Instagram.

Mark Hunter is a photographer who under the 
moniker of the Cobrasnake chronicled the party scenes 
of Los Angeles and New York in the 2000s. His work has 
appeared everywhere from editorials in Rolling Stone and 
Harper’s Bazaar to advertising campaigns for Calvin Klein 
and Helmut Lang. He lives in Los Angeles. 
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It was the early 80s when I first saw Futura 2000. It was at Agnes B.’s party, he was painting a canvas on 
the floor. I watched him using his spray can like a paint brush. He was holding it upside down. Creating 
these thin lines and painting his abstract world filled with atoms. He showed me graffiti can be art. 
He was the Pollock of graffiti.  Almost thirty years later, I was living in New York, life brought us back 
together. He didn’t remember me, but I still had this vivid memory of him. We were invited to collaborate. 
Paint at the same time, four hands, one canvas. We did a series of paintings, and you can see Mr. A 
hanging out with his characters. Learn and paint with a legend.

Richard Hambleton (1954–2017) was a Canadian 
artist known for his pioneering street art. He was a 
surviving member of a group that emerged from the 
New York City art scene during the booming art 
market of the 1980s, which also included his close 
friends Keith Haring and Jean-Michel Basquiat.

As a conceptual artist, Hambleton’s early work instal-
lations titled “Image Mass Murder” from 1976–1979 
were secretly placed onto streets in over 15 cities, 
depicting chalk-body outlines and blood-splattered 
crime scenes of what appeared to be “victims.” This 
theme of a prevailing violence, fear, and morbid curi-
osity elicited surprise and anxiety from its unsuspecting 
viewers. In the early 1980s, Hambleton created his 
most iconic “Shadow Man” works—artfully splattered 
ominous shadowy figures on unexpected street corners, 
walls, and alleys that startled viewers into a visceral 
awareness that the city was still a dangerous place. 

This book features over 200 images including his 
early “Shadow Man” canvas paintings, as well as 
photographs of his in situ street work, a selection of his 
“Marlboro” rodeo horse silhouettes, and his “Beau-
tiful Paintings” series of landscapes and seascapes, 
alongside other works on paper; behind-the-scenes 
studio shots; personal, unseen photographs of the 
artist; and inspirational imagery. Hambleton was 
renowned for influencing artists such as Banksy, Blek 
le Rat, and Shepard Fairey. This arresting, one-of-
a-kind book will appeal to those interested in visual 
arts, street art, graffiti, and art history.

A beautifully illustrated, in-depth look at recent works by David Reed, an 
American artist who brings conceptual interests in process and duration to 
his abstract paintings.

Since the outset of his career, David Reed’s central preoccupation has been 
to challenge and reinvent how to make a painting. Consistently, his paintings 
present a compelling tension between the gestural and the impersonal; in recent 
times this has been characterized by fluid, torquing, extended marks that reveal 
the viscosity of paint and the speed of color and light in a flattened manner that 
looks photographic or filmic.

David Reed documents the artist’s 2020 exhibition of new work at Gagosian 
in New York, presenting 15 outsize paintings that, in many cases, were over a 
decade in the making. The plates are punctuated by striking details of several 
works. The artist’s “working drawings,” which he has long made to document 
the many stages of a painting’s creation, are illustrated throughout the plate 
section, offering insights into his varied sources and complex processes.

A new essay by art historian Richard Shiff examines the emotional tenor of 
Reed’s paintings.

decline, the restoration of churches and of other his-
toric buildings has mostly been successful. I sense 
these churches of the east are now safe for all time. 

Though in what was termed eastern Europe, 
the churches of Poland and former Bohemia were 
always Roman Catholic. The evolution of their 
architecture is similar to that of churches of the 
western Gothic tradition.

I am in favour of holy wisdom. To a classicist the 
idea of a church dedicated not to a supernatural 
spirit or Trinity but to wisdom is appealing. Indeed 
hagia sophia was sometimes translated not as ‘holy 
wisdom’ but as ‘sublime explanation’. As such it 
was an attempt at an intellectual bridge to Christian 
theology from the Greek philosophy of Plato and 
Aristotle, uniting the two great streams of European 
thought and perhaps appealing to those of a more 
agnostic persuasion. 

Whether the emperor Constantine (r.306–37) 
himself built a first church on the site of Hagia 
Sophia is unknown but is thought probable. The 
present building was begun two centuries later in 
537 by the emperor Justinian (r.527–65). Since then it 
has survived earthquakes, rebellions, sieges, partial 
collapse and conversion to a mosque and museum. 
Today it is again a mosque. 

Despite its name, Hagia Sophia’s early relics had 
little to do with wisdom. They were mostly an assort-
ment of souvenirs brought back from Palestine by 
Constantine’s enterprising mother Helen, though 
which bits of the True Cross, Noah’s axe and the dish 
that fed the 5,000 came here rather than to Helen’s

W
e may never see someone like this again. There are a 

lot of great athletes in history who have accomplished 

spectacular things, but Simone Biles is in another 

dimension. 

The 4'8" gymnast has won every meet she’s entered since 

the 2013 national championships. She won five medals at the 

2016 Summer Olympics in Rio de Janeiro, four of them gold. She 

has more world titles than any other gymnast in history, male or 

female. After the Rio Games, Biles took a year off, during which 

she stood up for herself, her teammates and other survivors of 

sexual assault in speaking out against former USA Gymnastics 

national team physician Larry Nassar.

Later in 2018, Biles won five individual medals, including 

gold in the all around, at the world championships in Doha, 

Qatar . . . while suffering through a kidney stone. It’s no wonder 

Sports Illustrated once ran a story about her with the headline 

“Legend in her prime.” Because Biles, 24, is still transforming the 

sport while transfixing all of us. 

At the 2019 world championships in Stuttgart, Germany, 

Biles won five gold 

medals, which gave 

her 25 world cham-

pionship medals to 

pass the USSR’s Vit-

aly Scherbo (23) for 

the most ever. She 

also debuted two 

new moves. One was 

a double-double dis-

mount off the balance 

beam, which consists 

of two twists and two 

backflips and is now known as the “Biles.” And the other was a 

triple-double, composed of a double backflip with three twists in 

her floor routine, which is now called the “Biles II.”

While Biles is so transcendent inside the gym, she might be 

more inspirational outside of it by the way she has courageously 

used her voice. In January 2018, Biles penned an Instagram post 

announcing that she, too, had been sexually abused by Nassar.

“After hearing the brave stories of my friends and other 

survivors, I know that this horrific experience does not define 

me,” Biles wrote. “I am much more than this. I am unique, smart, 

talented, motivated and passionate. I have promised myself that 

my story will be much greater than this and I promise all of you 

that I will never give up. I will compete with all my heart and 

soul every time I step into the gym. I love this sport too much 

and have never been a quitter. I won’t let one man, and the oth-

ers that enabled him, to steal my love and joy.”

Biles’ words helped prompt USA Gymnastics to shut down 

the mighty Karolyi Ranch and move to a new training facility. 

Additionally, Biles’ criticism of former interim USAG CEO and 

president Mary Bono’s social media posts helped force her res-

ignation four days after being hired. Bono had tweeted and then 

deleted a photo of herself drawing over a Nike swoosh on her 

shoe days after the company announced an ad campaign featur-

ing Colin Kaepernick, the former NFL quarterback who famously 

knelt during the national anthem to protest racial inequality and 

police killings of black people.

She’s also become an advocate for education and foster 

kids, because she grew up in foster care. Biles’ birth mother suf-

fered from drug addiction, and when she was three years old, 

she and her siblings were removed from their mother’s custody 

and were later formally adopted by their grandparents. In 2018, 

Biles launched a scholarship fund at the University of the Peo-

ple to assist with covering costs associated with kids earning 

their degrees.

Yes, Biles will go down as the greatest gymnast of all 

time, and one of the greatest athletes of all time. She’s firmly 

in that prestigious GOAT group with Michael Jordan, Serena 

Williams, Usain Bolt and Michael Phelps. She has no peer in 

her sport and her second act post-gymnastics could be even 

more impactful.

Halfway down its long journey (315 mi) through 
New York State, the fl ow of the Hudson 
accelerates in the course of several rapids. 
The countryside undulates gently between the 
foothills of the Adirondacks. This 42-mile 
route, with several gravel sections, and inspired 
by the rides organized by local bike shop, Grey 
Host Bicycles, wends its way between 2,000 ft 
peaks through an appealing landscape of small 
lakes, and forests of maple and conifer. Your 
calves will get a workout at mile 7 on Gurney 
Lane (1.3 mi at 6 %), mile 17 on Howe Road, and 
mile 32 on the packed earth of Bear Town Road 
(2 mi at 3%).

A fi ve-hour drive from New York and two hours 
from Montreal, Lake Placid is synonymous with 
the 1980 Winter Olympics, where fi ve gold 
medals were won by the speed skater Eric 
Heiden (who rode the Tour de France six years 
later) and the US ice hockey team beat the 
USSR in the “Miracle on Ice.” This enjoyable 
60-mile loop through the heart of the 
Adirondacks runs from the Olympic Center to 
the summit of Whiteface Mountain, site of the 
alpine skiing events in 1980. The Whiteface 
road (4,593 ft at its summit) is a true challenge: 
8 miles at an average gradient of over 8%, 
with the fi nal 1/2-mile at 16%. Divine panoramas.

This is the definitive monograph on the 
“godfather” of Korean contemporary art,  
master painter Park Seo-Bo, also the founder  
of Korea’s Dansaekhwa movement. 

Park Seo-Bo was born in 1931, in Yecheon, Gyeo-
ngbuk, South Korea, as part of a generation that was 
deeply affected by the Korean War (1950–1953). 
While in Paris in 1961, he initially experimented with 
Western abstraction. Returning to Korea, he began 
exploring a more introspective methodology based 
on Taoist and Buddhist philosophies, as well as tradi-
tional Korean calligraphy.

Park is best known for his “Écriture” series of paint-
ings. Beginning in the late 1960s, this lifelong work 
encapsulates his deeply spiritual approach, which is 
inextricably linked to notions of time, space, and mate-
riality. Park began his practice using recurrent pencil 
lines incised into a monochromatic freshly painted 
surface. He later developed this language by applying 
hanji (traditional Korean handmade mulberry paper), 
to the surface of his canvases. Along with very precise 
introductions of color, this transformed his practice 
while continuing his quest for achieving “emptiness” 
through a meticulous process of reduction. 

Beautifully showcased in this seminal book, Park’s 
masterworks embody the core philosophy of contem-
plative mark-making. Evoking the natural landscapes 
and scenery of his motherland, Park’s keen sensibility 
for colors, shapes, and textures traces the memories 
of his childhood through to his invaluable artistic and 
educational legacies for Korea.

“synthesized art.” Her lifelong explorations resulted 
in an unusual kind of exhibition/performance named 
Spectacle, which assimilates dance and music within 
her artworks.

Rafa Nasiri is a contemporary Iraqi painter, print-
maker, educator and author whose work combines an 
abstract reflection on Arabic calligraphy, poetry, and 
Chinese art. His use of color and line resonates with 
the aesthetics of the Hurufiyya movement and abstract 
expressionism. 

Lulwah Al Homoud and Rafa Nasiri illustrate the 
vitality and continuous renewal of the art of script and 
calligraphy in the Arab world. The two artists are from 
different generations, and their works represent two 
different genres that are both influenced, inspired, and 
rooted in Arab artistic culture.

Art historian Mona Khazindar is an expert in modern and 
contemporary Arab visual arts. Formerly director general of 
the Institut du monde arabe, and curator of a large number 
of exhibitions, Khazindar is the author of Visions from 
Abroad, Historical and Contemporary Representations of 
Arabia (Skira, 2019). Misk Art Institute is Saudi Arabia’s 
leading nonprofit cultural organization that empowers local 
artists through an interconnected ecosystem of support, 
expertise, and education.

For those who did not have time to make the journey to Paris, 
there was, of course, Christian Dior–New York. Grace Kelly was 
well aware of that: she bought the Caracas dress from the Christian 
Dior–New York Spring–Summer 1954 collection and wore it a few 
weeks later at the premiere of Rear Window. Christian Dior–New 
York dressed pragmatic American women but also o�ered evenin-
gwear, such as the Athena dress, and Sutton Place, pages 18 and 19.

GRAND ENTRANCE
Dior died in 1957, but his dream of making women “not 

only more beautiful, but also happier”5 lived on. Elizabeth Taylor 
was already happy when she ordered Soirée à Rio, a dress from 
the Spring–Summer 1961 collection designed by up and coming 
Marc Bohan. She was resplendent at the Oscars ceremony in 
1961, where she won the Best Actress award for Butter�eld 8: “I 
don’t really know how to express my gratitude, for this and for 
everything. I guess all I can do is say thank you, thank you with 
all my heart.” Shifting from black and white to color, the carpet 
became red from Hollywood to Cannes. The �lm industry is a 
myth-shaper. Dior dressed many iconic movie stars, including: 
Nicole Kidman, Angelina Jolie, Julianne Moore, Sophia Loren, 
Charlize Theron, Natalie Portman, Jennifer Lawrence.

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This painting, hanging in the Private Dining Room, was long thought to be a portrait of Mary, 
Queen of Scots by the Italian painter Federico Zuccaro. It was used by the sculptor Richard 
Westmacott as the model for his statue of Mary, commissioned by the sixth Duke, intended to 
stand on the so-called Queen Mary’s Bower, ambitiously redesigned as a shrine to the Scottish 
Queen — until the Duke came to his senses and cancelled the scheme as ‘a false sign of the romance 
of history’. A 1924 restoration of the painting showed that a red bead necklace and crucifix were, 
in fact, later additions, covering up a more worldly, glamorous pearl necklace. Her identity is 
unknown, but it has been recently suggested that she may be Margaret of Parma (the sister of 
Philip II of Spain, whose portrait hangs nearby in the Private Dining Room), and have been 
painted by an artist in the circle of the Spanish painter Alonso Sánchez Coello.

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‘The Tale of Tom Kitten’ is about  
good manners, or rather, a lack of 
them. Tom and his sisters Mittens  
and Moppet get up to all sorts of 
trouble, upsetting their mother  
Tabitha Twitchit by discarding their 
‘elegant’ but ‘uncomfortable’ clothes. 
Potter modelled Tom’s movements on  
a tabby kitten she borrowed, which  
she described as a ‘fearful pickle’.8 
Irises, azaleas and St John’s Wort 
crowd into the garden illustrations. 
At the time Potter was enjoying 
planning the garden at Hill Top, 
‘a case of the survival of the fitest 
[sic]’9 in its haphazard mix of 
traditional flowers, herbs, fruit  
and vegetables.

pseudonyms for critical comment (hers was ‘Bunny’). 
A drawing of a garden in Tenby (no.27), which partly 
inspired the one visited by Peter Rabbit, attracted 
the following observations from members calling 
themselves ‘Sphinx’ and ‘Stuffed Monkey: ‘Very well 
done. I think the outline of the cat is too sharply 
defined it does not look fluffy enough’; ‘Charming 
colouring – but overworked.’64

Potter’s various activities and visits to museums  
and art galleries channelled her curiosity and creativity,  
as well as alleviating the boredom of a life of imposed 
leisure. A journal entry made as she approached

the age of 18 reveals a sense of anxiety about an 
uncertain future.65 Despite her dislike of formal 
lessons, Potter’s journal suggests that, for her, 
drawing was a form of therapy: 

I cannot rest, I must draw, however poor the  
result, and when I have a bad time come over  
me it is a stronger desire than ever, and settles  
on the queerest things...Last time, in the middle 
of September, I caught myself in the back yard 
making a careful and admiring copy of the  
swill bucket, and the laugh it gave me brought 
me round.66

Julia Morgan was a pioneering woman architect, 
best known for Hearst Castle, in the vanguard of 
Beaux-Arts design and style in the first half of the 
twentieth century.

Julia Morgan was truly a pioneer of her time—among 
other accomplishments, she was the first woman archi-
tect to be licensed in California, in 1904. Through her 
remarkable life and legacy, this book celebrates the 
Beaux-Arts architecture of California. Focusing on 
Morgan’s most famous project in the state, Hearst 
Castle, to which she devoted more than 30 years of 
her life, this volume also examines, for the first time, 
Morgan’s fabulous early buildings in the style. Morgan 
designed more than 700 buildings across California, 
many of which are designated landmarks today. Deep-
ening the reader’s understanding of California archi-
tecture, this book also places into context Morgan’s 
ambitions, her influences and inspirations, as well as 
her daily practice and challenges as a woman shaping 
an extraordinarily prolific and highly successful career 
in a man’s world.

Also explored, in detail, is the story of how 
the studio and kilns of California Faience, a Berkeley 
ceramic artisan’s shop, became the supplier of tens of 
thousands of tiles designed by Morgan and overseen by 
Hearst himself to decorate their architectural master-
piece overlooking the Pacific Ocean.

A revelatory look at this Italian-American 
modernist painter of highly realistic and 
romanticized still lifes, landscapes, and portraits 
drawn from his life in the gay New York scene  
and rural Vermont.

This first comprehensive survey of the life and work of 
Luigi Lucioni (1900–1988) places him in the context 
of fellow Regionalist painters Grant Wood, Charles 
Sheeler, and Maxfield Parrish. Lucioni is known 
for meticulously rendered still lifes, landscapes, and 
arresting portraits drawn from his close-knit circle of 
queer New York artists and cultural figures, including 
Paul Cadmus, Jared French, George Platt Lynes, 
and Lincoln Kirstein. In the early 1930s, Lucioni 
discovered Vermont, whose landscapes reminded 
him of northern Italy. It was there that he met Electra 
Havemeyer Webb, who was to become his single 
most important patron. For more than 50 years, the 
New York City–based artist spent every summer 
painting landscapes of trees, barns, and buildings in 
Vermont with sharply observed realism and a cool, 
precise style. 

Key scholars examine Lucioni’s oeuvre, materials, 
techniques, and his role in American modernism.

Alex Katz’s long-standing fascination with dance 
and collaborations with renowned writers and 
choreographers has yielded some of his most 
complex compositions.  

Since Alex Katz first painted Paul Taylor in 1959, he 
has invited dancers to model for him. Dance, according 
to the artist, belongs to the same “long tradition of 
gestures” as painting. This publication is the first to 
examine the many decades of Katz’s work for the stage, 
including the ways that he introduced tenets of postwar 
painting into theater and dance aesthetics. 

Katz partnered with dancer and choreographer Paul 
Taylor on 15 productions for which Katz innovated 
with flat lighting, humorous obstacles, and framing 
mechanisms. His involvement with Taylor led to 
collaborations with other companies including Yoshiko 
Chuma, Laura Dean, William Dunas, and Parsons. 

Among Katz’s most celebrated sets is the ensemble of 
cutouts he created for Kenneth Koch’s 1961 produc-
tion, George Washington Crossing the Delaware. Katz 
heightened the absurdity of the Revolutionary War–
inspired play with Pop-adjacent figures and props. 
This publication brings together paintings, sketches, 
costumes, photographs, film stills, and ephemera. 
Newly commissioned essays, unpublished materials, 
and major paintings provide an overview of Katz’s 
working relationships with individual choreographers 
and shed new light on avant-garde collaborations in 
New York between the 1960s and 1980s. 

Diana Tuite is the Katz Curator of Modern and Contem-
porary Art at the Colby College Museum of Art in 
Waterville, Maine. Charles L. Reinhart served as the 
longtime director of the American Dance Festival. David 
Salle is an American painter, printmaker, photographer, 
and stage designer. Jennifer Tipton is an award-winning 
American lighting designer.

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Infinite Remix:  
Seeing across time  

with Eamon  
Ore-Giron

Out in the deserts of the American West, the 
sky feels bigger. Vast open tracts of land stretch 
out ad infinitum, matched only by the sweeping 
reach of the sun’s rays, the broadness of heaven’s 
dome, and the distant vanishing points on the 
horizon. Eamon Ore-Giron’s “Infinite Regress” 
paintings are not about a specific place, but the 
Sonoran Desert comes to mind when viewing 
them. In many ways these paintings are about 
time compressing and folding back on itself, and 
Arizona is where our story begins. 

As an artist, musician, and DJ, Eamon Ore-
Giron has for several decades mined the complex 
nature of Latinx identity, the history of the 
Americas, and the many legacies of abstraction 
in art. This essay, written on the occasion of Ore-
Giron’s major solo exhibition at the Museum 
of Contemporary Art Denver, examines several 
series of paintings created over the course of his 
career, and how, through varying techniques, 
these bodies of work explore different facets of 
a quintessentially American identity, that is to 
say, an identity informed by the confluence of 
many simultaneous cultural influences. Although 
his paintings can be regarded as separate from 
his creations as a musician and DJ, Ore-Giron’s 
approach to music and the migratory nature 
of sound deeply informs these works and their 
imaginative blending of inspirational sources. In 
his figurative works from the 2000s, Ore-Giron 
draws upon his roots in the American Southwest 
and his familial ties to Peru to create a surreal 

world where North and South American 
ingredients freely intermingle. In his “Talking 
Shit” series from the late 2010s, he converses 
with America’s pre-Columbian past, the violence 
of the Spanish conquest, and the enduring 
aftereffects of the colonial era and colonialist 
mentalities. These ideas also inform his most 
recent and ongoing body of work, his “Infinite 
Regress” series begun in 2015. In these paintings 
Ore-Giron’s view towards the past is further 
transmuted into a language of abstraction and a 
deep engagement with the symbolic, historical, 
ritualistic meanings associated with gold.

By looking at Ore-Giron’s practice 
comprehensively, we can arrive at an 
understanding of identity that de-prioritizes 
national boundaries and instead emphasizes 
how we absorb the family histories, folkloric 
traditions, and nationalist legends around us in 
real time. Ore-Giron once asked, “What if we 
drew nation states according to the migration 
of cumbia music? What if national identity 
followed the flow of rivers?”1 These questions 
are not utopic but pragmatic. They acknowledge 
the realities of millions of families who have 
migrated around the Americas out of financial 
or political necessity and whose members live 
on different sides of national borders today. 
Ore-Giron’s approach also opens a window into 
exploring the complexities of mestizaje (loosely 
translated as “racial mixing”), which is often a 
third rail in discussions surrounding cultural 
identity. Anger, grief, shame, racism, and the 
desire to reclaim a sense of lost pride, have all 
alternately contributed to formulations of white 
and indigenous identity in the Americas. Ore-
Giron’s painting does not offer all the answers, 
but it encourages us to look at shared pasts in a 
clear-eyed manner that tangles with nuance and 
discomfort. This monograph, which serves as the 
first scholarly publication on Ore-Giron’s work, 
complements the first museum show to bring 
together different periods from Ore-Giron’s 
painting practice. Through these platforms

Over the course of his career, Eamon Ore-Giron has 
examined the personal and historical ramifications 
of cultural hybridity. Raised in Tucson, Ore-Giron is 
inspired by his roots in the American Southwest, his 
visits to his father’s hometown of Huancayo, Peru, 
and his time spent as a practicing artist in California 
and Mexico. This catalogue brings together for the 
first time three pivotal chapters in Ore-Giron’s career: 
his Southwest and Peruvian-inspired figurative works 
from the 2000s; his paintings from the 2010s that 
engaged elements of both figuration and abstraction, 
including an ongoing series focused on Mesoamerican 
deities; and the sublime gold-based paintings from his 
recent “Infinite Regress” series.

Curator Miranda Lash, along with celebrated

The most comprehensive book on the work of 
Liza Lou, whose popular and critically acclaimed 
installations made entirely of beads consider the 
important themes of women, community, and the 
valorization of labor.

Liza Lou first gained attention in 1996 when her 
room-sized sculpture Kitchen was shown at the New 
Museum in New York. Representing five years of 
individual labor, this groundbreaking work subverted 
standards of art by introducing glass beads as a fine 
art material. The project blurred the rigid boundary 
between fine art and craft, and established Lou’s 
long-standing exploration of materiality, process, and 
beauty. Working within a craft métier has led the artist 
to work in a variety of socially engaged settings, from 
community groups in Los Angeles, to a collective 
she founded in Durban, South Africa in 2005, to a 
women’s prison in Belm, Brazil, and a bead embroi-
dery collective in Mumbai, India. Over the past 15 
years, Lou has focused on a poetic approach to 
abstraction as a way to highlight the process under-
lying her work. 

In this comprehensive volume that considers the 
entirety of her singular vision, curators, art historians, 
and artists offer important perspectives on the breadth 
of her work.

Ugo Rondinone’s Sun paintings are reproduced at 
unprecedented scale in a display-worthy elephant 
folio, published in a signed limited edition of  
250 copies.

New York–based, Swiss-born conceptual artist Ugo 
Rondinone’s Sun paintings are among his most cele-
brated series. Begun in 1992 and spanning three 
decades, the Sun works reflect Rondinone’s inter-
ests in nineteenth-century German Romanticism and 
Tibetan mysticism as vehicles to explore natural 
phenomena and interior states. Rondinone began 
the Sun series by directing his gaze inward (a coun-
terpoint to his contemporaneous plein air works), 
translating his emotional state to circular bands of 
watercolor on paper. To create distance between 
these diaristic studies and the viewer, Rondinone 
then altered the media and scale: expanding the Suns 
to more than seven feet in diameter and exchanging 
tremulous watercolor for seamless airbrush. Main-
taining a consistent form and naming strategy—the 
German date of the work—Rondinone cycled through 
more than 370 color combinations, ranging from 
strong contrasts to barely perceptible shifts. 

Sometimes referred to as mandala works, the Sun 
paintings fill the viewer’s field of vision with pulsing 
color. At 19 µ 22 inches, this elephant folio creates an 
intense optical experience at close range. Complete 
with reproductions of all 219 large works and 154 
smaller canvases and prints, Ugo Rondinone: The 
Sun is the most comprehensive source on the series 
to date. 

Bob Nickas is a writer and curator based in New York.

Accompanied by a traveling exhibition, this 
book on the Bahamian artist’s textile portraits 
serves as a love letter to Black women: their style, 
resilience, strength, and beauty.

This debut of the 29-year-old artist aims to redefine 
the often-politicized Black body, with portraits made 
in a range of textile-based techniques, such as embroi-
dery and appliqué, celebrating strong Black women. 

Gio Swaby’s intimate portraits are unique, highly 
personal figurative works made from an array of 
colorful fabrics and intricate, freehand lines of thread 
on canvas that explore the intersections of Blackness 
and womanhood. Illustrated with 60 works in full 
color that span from 2017 to 2021, this is the first 
book on this contemporary feminist artist who is a 
rising star in the world of textiles and portraiture. 
According to Swaby, “I wanted to create a space where 
we could see ourselves reflected in a moment of joy, 
celebrated without expectations, without connected 
stereotypes.”

Writers and scholars with multiple points of view take 
on Swaby’s work and delve into her place within the 
context of contemporary Black art.

Don’t get me wrong. I love Mad Max: Fury Road. But while it passes 
the Bechdel Test with flying colours, I can’t agree that it’s the feminist 
masterpiece so many wanted it to be. 

Because most Hollywood films are so very bad at gender, Mad 
Mad: Fury Road stands out for trying. But that doesn’t mean it’s a 
girl’s best friend in the form a diamond in the rough. If you declare 
this film to be a feminist masterpiece, you’re declaring it the new – or 
desirable – standard, and as a standard for feminist masterpieces, 
I’m afraid it fails. 

Charlize Theron plays Furiosa, the driver of the War Rig. How she 
came to have this key military role in an otherwise entirely patriarchal 
society is unexplained, but conveniently it allows her to abscond across 
the wasteland with Joe’s prized and pregnant brides hidden in the belly 
of her vehicle.

These women are rebelling against their enslavement as “things”, 
as property. They also rhetorically question “who killed the world?”. The 
implication is that men killed the world. In the pre-desolation Mad Max 
universe, were there no female military leaders? No female soldiers? 
No female nuclear engineers building bombs? If we’re to buy the 
aggression and survival instincts of Furiosa and the matriarchal, gun-
toting tribe with which she eventually reunites, then we have to look 
past the notion of men as natural war-mongers and women as natural 
peace-makers. Necessity is an equalising force. But in the end, these 
tropes are not dismantled by Mad Max: Fury Road, but reinforced.

A feminist masterpiece would be directed by a woman. 
A feminist masterpiece would be Furiosa’s story. It’s not. It’s 

Max’s story. He’s haunted by the women and girls he failed to save, 
redeemed by the women and girls he succeeds in saving. And at the 
end, he simply walks away. Mad Max: Fury Road is many things. A 
high-octane, thrilling, beautifully shot and edited, incredibly designed 
post-apocalyptic chase that you’d be daft not to see. But a feminist 
masterpiece? Let’s leave those to the women.

"The future is up to us." So says Mrs. Holmes (Helena Bonham 
Carter) to her fiercely intelligent daughter, Enola (Millie Bobby 
Brown), in Enola Holmes, a gender-bending take on the 
Sherlock Holmes stories. It's an apt metaphor for what the film 
could mean for the mythic detective.

Much like her idiosyncratic brothers, Enola is a rare 
Victorian breed — a girl who has a knack for martial arts, 
cryptograms, and science experiments that involve blowing 
things up. But when her beloved mother, who has raised her 
to be an eccentric creature, suddenly disappears, Enola's life 
is thrown into turmoil. Mycroft (an appropriately humorless 
Sam Claflin) wants to send her to finishing school, but all 
Enola wants is to outwit Sherlock (Henry Cavill) and find 
her mom. Things get complicated when Enola meets fellow 
runaway Lord Tewksbury (a winning Louis Partridge).

At this point, Sherlock Holmes is a tried-and-true property, 
one as ripe for franchise potential as a superhero or a Jedi. 
But Enola Holmes largely sidesteps all that, its heroine and 
plot knitted up in feminism and the tough choices women 
have made throughout history to claim to independence.

Both Enola and her mother's tale are dotted with tiny 
sacrifices, their essential radicalism belying a weary 
mournfulness. The central mystery itself is perfunctory, and 
ingenious revelations are in short supply compared to most 
Holmes stories. It's far more about emotional connection and 
self-sacrifice, how the future Enola chooses can be different 
than the one her mother has forged precisely because of the 
choices they've made — for themselves and each other.

But while the mystery might be elementary (my dear, 
notably absent, Watson), the storytelling is winkingly subversive, 
proclaiming that a new and welcome game is afoot.
